Options for Convention Transportation to/from Seattle Airport

Car/Limo Service: Gogol Town Car Services (http://www.gogollimo.com) provides
professional, comfortable, safe and affordable shuttle transportation services in the Greater
Seattle Washington State Area. They operate 24 hours a day, 7 days a week. This company will
offer PA members attending the convention a discounted rate of $40 for a Lincoln car (same
price for up to 4 people using the same vehicle) and $60 for SUV (with up to 7 people using the
same vehicle). There will be no charge for greeting attendees at the terminal (other companies
charge for this service). In addition, the company offers complimentary water, cell phone calls &
newspaper during the ride. If you need a car during your stay, mention our convention code and
you will get a 10% discount over the usual rate. When booking your car, please add the
following on the comment section of the reservation form: Convention rate code
06/09CG01456-Leila Kozak.

Shuttle Service: Shuttle Express (http://www.shuttleexpress.com/index.html) is a shared-van
shuttle, which is available to UW every 30 minutes ($21/person) and the Watertown Hotel every
hour on the hour ($19/person).

Public Transport - Metro Transit Bus Service: Please note that there is no direct bus service
from the airport to the University of Washington campus. This budget option is not
recommended by our local host especially if you have large amounts of baggage.

Public transit buses arrive at and leave from the far south end of Sea-Tac Airport baggage claim
area (toward International arrivals). Departure times are shown on information signs at the bus
stop.
